3. COURSE CONTENT

Introduction: Maniera bizantina (Cimabue): Italy's close relations with the East explain the prevalence of
maniera bizantina throughout the Middle Ages in Italy.

14th century (Trecento)
Giotto, Duccio and the 14th century Siena School

15° century (Quattrocento)

The conquest of the mathematical perspective for the rendering of space and the knowledge of the anatomy
of the human redefine the visual representation of space and time at that time.
Florence: The gathering of artists in Florence around 1420 led to the production of works whose influence on
the course of modern art was decisive. Artworks (painting, sculpture, architecture) are part of the historical,

political, economic context that determines the scope and mode of operation. The course analyzes their

technical and stylistic qualities.
1500-1527 (Cinquecento)

Ccompletion and removal from the conquests of the early phase. The interest now concentrates on the
search for the harmony and symmetry of the compositions while the theoretical principles allow much
greater freedom in personal expression.
Florence and Rome: the life and work of painters such as Leonardo da Vinci and Michelangelo are presented,
and the way in which the iconographic and the stylistic shapes formulated by these artists are linked to the
cultural and political developments of the time.
