3. SYLLABUS

Variation is a basic property of grammar that characterizes every linguistic level. In this course, we
will touch upon several issues of variation in grammar. We will discuss various issues such as the
existence of multiple inflectional classes, grammatical gender, allomorphy and paradigms. We will
also examine the issue of competition between linguistic structures as well as the issue of
productivity. Closely related is also the issue of grammatical errors. We will examine what the
deeper connection between these two notions is and we will focus on some case studies drawing on
Modern Greek data.

Description of the evaluation
procedure

The course has two alternative methods of evaluation:

(@) Unseen time-limited exam (duration: 180 minutes) which aims
at evaluating the degree of understanding of the basic notions of
linguistic variation and evaluating the skills of the students in the
analysis of certain morphological structures.

(b) Short research paper on a specific topic.

e Students choose their own topic among the topics that have
been examined in the previous semester or a topic based on
their linguistic observations.

e They prepare a research proposal including the question that
they want to examine and the methodology that they want to
follow.

They hand in a paper at the end of the semester (paper length:
3,000 — 4,000 words).
